Categories: Male & Female – Freestyle Wrestling 
➢ Female Under 18 will be matched on the day depending on numbers.  

➢ U9s (9yrs and under), U11s (10 -11yrs), & U13 (12-13yrs) to be matched on the day based on 10% of their weight in 

accordance with IAWA guidelines. 

➢ For U11s and under - depending on the number of registrations, mixed gender categories will be allowed.

  Weight allowance: 1kg for Cadet and 2kg Junior & Seniors only. Competitors must be either at or lower than their 

weight, but not heavier at the time of the weight check. If the wrestler is over the weight specified, they will be removed 
from the competition. 
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Weigh in: At the venue – Saturday 18th October   08:00  to  09:30   ONLY.  

 -- NEW --  All Participants must show government recognised Photo ID showing their Name and Date of Birth at the check-in 

Weigh in is at the venue only, NO Video weigh in’s will be accepted. 

 

Entry fee: Early-bird €35.00 for Under 20 years. €45 for 21 years+,  

 Early-bird closes Saturday 8th October at 20.00hr.  

 Regular entry fee €50.00 for Under 20 years and €60 for 21 years+.  

 All registrations will close on Saturday 11th October 20:00hr 

 

Membership: Competitors can only register online if their IAWA membership is valid for 2025-26

International Participants (Non IAWA Members, including those travelling from Northern Ireland and mainland UK) can 

purchase a temporary ‘Event License’ specific to this tournament at the point of registration 

 

Entries: Online entries only. NO ENTRIES OR PAYMENT ON THE DAY

Stipulations: Coaches IAWA memberships must be up to date. Coaches will be required to wear coach ID during the tournament. 

Coaches must be appropriately dressed in the corner. (Tracksuits only)
